Dear Madam Ambassador:

I have the honor to confirm receipt of your letter which reads as follows:

Dear Mr. Deputy Prime Minister:

In connection with the signing on this date of the Agreement on the Establishment of a
Free Trade Area Between the Government of the United States of America and the
government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan (the “Agreement”), I have the honor to
confirm the understanding reached by our Governments as follows:

With regard to Article V of the General Agreement on Trade in Services (“GATS”), as
expressed in Article 1 of the Agreement, consistency with Article V of the GATS is the
foundation of the commitments with regard to trade in services that both the United
States and Jordan have undertaken.

I have the honor to further propose that this understanding be treated as an integral part of
the Agreement.  I would be grateful if you would confirm that this understanding is
shared by your Government.

I have the further honor to confirm that the foregoing understanding is shared by my Government
and constitutes an integral part of the Agreement.
